How do I...Present my work?

1. Your Intentions for the shoot

What were your initial/first ideas for the shoot?

Ensure you discuss any artists who you have investigated and how they influenced your work

2. Thumbnails

Make sure you have printed a selection of thumbnails (contact sheet) from your shoot and tick/cross 
your strongest/weakest images.

Add some notes to explain why you feel these were the best and worst (see the contact sheet page for more details).

Remember to screen shot your Photoshop work – to evidence your editing skills

3. Enlarged Images

Present your strongest images on a larger scale neatly and clearly.

Show the unedited versions next to your edited versions (if you have photoshoped), however make them smaller in size, so not to seem more important and draw attention away from your “best” work, then discuss.

4. Experiments

Take your best images and experiment with them, exploring possible variations using appropriate techniques, for example Photoshop techniques, printing on different materials, photograph them on the Ipad and up load them into the apps available and edit them etc.

5. Annotations on Image/Series:

· What is the image about? Explain what your ideas were. 
· What concept, message or meaning did you intend to communicate or explore to the viewer? 
· Describe the image visually. What is the image of? What is the main focus?  
· How have you achieved your meaning, concept or message? 
· What techniques have you used to create the image? Camera setting/techniques
· Discuss composition, colour, lighting, perspective, body/facial language, mood 

· How could you develop your work for the next shoot?
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
