working through difficulties, domestic violence, mixture of family, friendship, school and relationships,
making the right choices.

Your child will have two Reading Leaders from Year 10 working with them, we truly feel this is a
wonderful opportunity for your child to get to know others and will hopefully build their confidence
speaking aloud and contributing within a group setting. Our goal is to encourage reading for pleasure,
we hope the Book Club is a starting point to eventually inspire lifelong readers.
